Yorktown/Greenbrier Traffic Impact Analysis
Summary

The report was based on considering needs for the combined Yorktown High School/ Greenbrier Park site.

Traffic impact of school renewal: Impact is neutral. The school and park programs will not change, and the increase in pool area is not expected to generate a significant change in traffic around the site.

Current parking places (post Phase I): 198 serving school, park, and pool
In addition, 70-80 legal parking spaces (no restrictions) are available on nearby streets. These spaces are not included in this analysis.

Parking needs analysis:

Method 1: Based on Zoning ordinance. Total = 222
School: 1 space per 10 students = 164 spaces (based on current enrollment of 1635)

Pool: 1 space per 40 sf of pool surface area = 46
Park: No zoning requirement

Tennis courts: 3 per court = 12

Method 2: Based on standard traffic engineering guidelines. Total = 229
School: 0.09 spaces per student = 147

Pool: No guideline
City park, including indoor recreation facility: 82 spaces

Method 3: Based on facility employee needs. Total = 228
School: SB guideline 220

Pool: 6 employees

Park: 2 employees

Parking use analysis:

Peak school use: School hours: 259 spaces

School use = 100% (220 spaces)

Pool use =50% (23 spaces)

Park use = 20% (16 spaces)

Peak park use: Evenings and weekends: 183 spaces

School use = 25% (55 spaces)

Pool use = 100% (46 spaces)

Park use = 100% (82 spaces)
