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	Parking 

	1.
	A full zoning parking ordinance analysis of the required parking for the site needs to be prepared (Section 33.C.4 has general enrollment-based requirement, but the ordinance also has additional requirements for large-gathering spaces and athletic facilities that appear to apply).

	2.
	If the normal daily parking demand for the site is expected to be in the range of 500 to 550 vehicles, why aren’t 500 parking spaces being provided?  The civic association has asked that at least 400 off-street spaces be provided for the site, but APS is proposing only about 300.

	3.
	Since the site will also host numerous high-attendance events throughout the year resulting in peak demands that can substantially exceed the typical daily demands, where will those additional cars be parked?  There need to be detailed plans showing where vehicles are expected to be parked for peak events.

	4.
	In order to most effectively meet the parking demands of both the athletic fields and the building, the best location for the bulk of the parking appears to be the nexus between the two.  However, APS is proposing that the largest share of the parking be provided to the east of the school building, which is a significant distance from the football field.

	5.
	The site plan shows just 8 handicapped spaces for the school, pools and athletic fields.  Since the pool alone clearly needs that many or more, this number needs to be significantly increased.

	Building Access

	1.
	During the BLPC process, participants focused on developing a design that had a single main entrance for the school building.  However, now that site plans and updated floor plans are available, it appears that daily student drop off traffic will be much more likely to enter via the swimming pool entrance and visitors to the gym are more likely to enter via a west entrance.  These realities now suggest a potentially serious flaw in the “single front door design” pursued during the BLPC process.

	2.
	The loading dock has been located at the northwest corner of the building at a location that is immediately adjacent to residential properties that abut the school property.

	3.
	The location of theater and music rooms was supposed to have easy access to an exterior entrance to facilitate loading and unloading of equipment for productions and band trips but it appears that the building exit at the back of the stage will NOT be usable for equipment loading. 

	Traffic

	1.
	Five nearby intersections had “F” traffic scores in the TIA which was prepared for the project.  Yet, APS has offered no solutions or recommendations for dealing with those problems.  These intersections, in particular, need corrective action taken:
· 28th Street and Yorktown Blvd.

· 28th Street and N. Greenbrier

· 27th Street and N. Greenbrier (this intersection was not studied in the TIA

· Yorktown Blvd. and George Mason

· 27th Street and N. Harrison

	2.
	The speed limit on Yorktown Blvd. is 30 mph without posted or signalized reduction during school hours.  Why isn’t this speed limit reduced?

	3.
	A significant amount of student drop-offs take place directly on Yorktown Blvd and N. 28th Street.  What assurances (or design considerations) can be provided that this activity will be reduced?

	4.
	The condition of N. Greenbrier Street south of the school (26th to 28th Streets) has been allowed to deteriorate significantly in recent years and the street is in bad need of repair, including curb and gutter along its east side.  What steps will be taken to improve N. Greenbrier?

	5.
	An exit from the school’s main parking lot is proposed for N. 28th Street at N. Florida.  However, 28th Street is at an elevation 8 feet above the parking lot at that point, possibly making navigation onto the street unsafe.

	6.
	The new parking lot proposed on the west side of the school (on park property) appears to slope by 8 feet.  This seems excessive given the number of spaces in that lot. 

	Pedestrian Safety and Sidewalk Infrastructure

	1.
	From the site plan, it appears that the existing sidewalks on the north side of the bus drop off and along Yorktown Blvd. will not be widened even though in many places they do not meet the current ADA 5 foot standard.

	2.
	Shouldn’t the sidewalks along the south side of the new building be wider than 5 feet?

	3.
	The neighborhood has submitted sidewalk proposals to the Neighborhood Conservation program for N. 27th Street and N. Greenbrier Street, but sidewalks are also needed on 26th Road and 27th Road, and possibly the south side of 28th street.  What steps can be taken as part of this project to speed up these necessary sidewalk improvements?

	4
	Pedestrian-initiated signals like that on Harrison Street at the Safeway should be considered at Yorktown Blvd and 30th Street.

	5.
	There are locations where utility poles exist in the sidewalks.  There should be discussions about under-grounding the utilities on the south side of the school.

	Other Concerns

	1.
	Will shelters be installed for the ART bus service on Yorktown Boulevard, and if so when and where?

	2.
	Will zoned parking be allowed on N. Florida Street between 28th Street and 27th Rd as requested by residents (denied because the houses don’t face Florida)?

	3.
	Existing zoned parking on most neighboring streets currently ends at 5 p.m. and needs to be extended until 8 p.m. due to additional traffic at athletic fields – can this be done en masse?

	4.
	No specific plans have been developed as of yet for parking during the 4-5 years of construction.  

	5.
	When will the existing parking come off-line (it is probable that much of the existing scarce parking will be lost during large portions of the construction)?  When will the new parking come back on-line?  
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
